Activist Say Eat Local Foods ï Hunters Do!

At this time of year, when vegetable gardens are in full bloom and spring chickens have gone to market 

– it is no challenge to look at your dinner plate and find something that was locally raised or grown.  

Though the “localvore” food movement is the new thing, Vermont’s hunters have been doing just that 

for quite a while, filling their freezers and feeding their families with deer, turkey, goose, duck, 

partridge and rabbit – all grown and raised on land in Vermont. 

 

Though the number of hunters in Vermont is declining, the AP reported that last year there was a slight 

increase.  Vermont Fish and Wildlife reported that in 2006, 12,682 deer yielded about 634,100 pounds 

of locally raised, organic venison.  317 bear that were killed provided 23, 775 pounds of meat.   

 

Statewide, Fish and Wildlife plans to step up its youth hunting education and conservation programs.  

Bill and Debbie Cox are expecting another full class for hunter safety this September, and DVSC is in 

the process of negotiating with TransCanada to increase their Conservation Camp scholarship donation 

to the club.   

 

So this year, when you see a pick-up truck go by with antlers peeking over the side of the bed, wave to 

the successful hunter and localvore that just passed by.
